Where we've been 

When we first took the current direction of the young people's labor, our desire was to:  

1. retain a greater percentage of our second generation than in the past,  

2. to re-establish a relationship with second generation kids who had already stopped 

meeting or are on the fringe, and  

3. to reach out to the current generation of non-second generation youth.  

We emphasized three key concepts in obtaining these goals.  

1. Ownership - young people taking direct responsibility for their personal relationship 

with Christ, their church life, and their involvement with the young people's labor.  

2. Relatedness - developing personal connections between young people and the older 

brothers and sisters in their locality, as well as between the young people in different 

localities.  

3. Humanity - developing their character and their concern for their friends and their 

generation.

Our goal is to encourage a positive morale with a strong gospel zeal in which we may raise up 

young people who would be pillars, leaders, and strong supporters of:  

1. the local churches  

2. the young peoples work
